DISCUSSION: 
MOSTLY SUNNY WERE PRESENT OVER THE TARGET AREA DURING THE MORNING AND 
AFTERNOON; CLOUDS BEGAN TO THICKEN OVER KIMBLE AND SOUTHERN SUTTON 
COUNTY BORDER AROUND 3PM. CONVECTIVE TEMPERATURE AT MIDLAND WAS 97 AND 
88 AT DEL RIO. 4PM TEMPERATURES WERE 100 AT SAN ANGELO AND 99 AT 
SONORA. AIRCRAFT DELAY AT 330; LAUNCHED TWO AIRCRAFT BY 415. CLOUDS HAD 
AROUND 500-1400 FT/MIN INFLOW. BASES WERE FOUND ~8.2-9.6 KFT; AT A 
TEMPERATURE OF 13-19°C. VERY GOOD CLOUDS WERE SEEDED SUTTON COUNTY.

Seeding operations were conducted over Crockett (2) and Sutton Counties 
(52). 54 flares were burned within 6 clouds. A frontal boundary and 
surface heating produced thunderstorms over the southern target. This 
is the seventh day for seeding in July and 21st day for seeding during 
the season. In “FLARE LOCATION”, CR is Crockett County and SU is Sutton 
County.
